Local families and children from our very own communities were beneficiaries of Montebello’s war on hunger campaign. In partnering with MUSD in this campaign H.O.C provided meats, fruits and vegetables, canned goods, pies, and other nutritional delicacies. Heart of Compassion will continue its partnering with the school district as H.O.C. hosts a Thanks giving feast to local families and their children.  A complete Thanksgiving dinner feast at the Heart of Compassion warehouse  will be served on Saturday November 23, 2013, from 12:00 to 3:00 p.m. Additionally, food baskets will be provided to our guests and toys for the kids as we celebrate another year of God's goodness! Volunteers and friends of Heart of Compassion are welcome to come and dine with God's people!
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        Heart of Compassion Distribution is going to be on the air!  H.O.C. is near completion of its onsite radio station and can soon be heard on Heart 98FM.com. Radio with a heart.  We are truly excited as our studio station nears completion. 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       Heart of Compassion’s Educational classroom is completed and planning of the HOC curriculum is now underway!  Classes to provide GED's for those without high school diplomas, as well as a variety of empowerment courses in nutrition, 12-step recovery, literacy improvement, parenting skills, anger management, resume preparation and job seeking skill, ESL, CPR and first aid.  These classes will be available to those in our community.
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       Heart of Compassion sponsors the Harvest Festival at the Good Shepherd Church in Whittier.  Once again HOC helps sponsors our community at many events to provide a safe alternative for children on Halloween night. One of these events was the Harvest Festival hosted on the grounds of the Good Shepherd Church in Whittier.  Hundreds of children were provided a safe alternative to traditional Halloween and received candy distributions with love. Other similar community events that the Heart of Compassion hosted for children included distributions for the Montebello Parks and Recreation Department, as well as for the Los Angeles County Parks and Recreation Department. 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     Heart of Compassion outreaches to the community and distributes food at Grace Evangelical Free Church in Norwalk.  Hundreds of families in need received groceries and fresh fruits and vegetables at our monthly community outreach and food distribution.
